Waypoints:

SF – 01 – gravel rd. walking.  Gradual uphill.

03 – 04 – Half Moon Lookout Tr (White).

04 – 05 – Half Moon Tr. (Yellow).  Beautiful creek with small rapids down below.

05 – 06 – Bucktail Cutoff Tr. (Pink). Boring.  At the end tried to ford the Trout Run, but the water was too high.

07 – 08 – Bucktail Cutoff Tr. (Orange).  Good gravel rd. with some views.  Beautiful wooden bridge at pt. 08.

08 – 09 – Capon Tr. (Purple).  Saw a lot of salamanders and mushrooms on this one.  At the end the area has been bulldozed recently and probably cut a few years ago.

09 – 10 – went left on the rd. a little bit and bushwhacked to the furnace.
