Paddy Mtn.

Tolya, Mike Fischetti and me scouting.

An unsuccessful attempt to make a Racer Camp Hollow – Paddy Mtn. Vance’s Cove loop.  Rather unattractive area.

Waypoints:

D01 – D03 – driving.  Below D03 there is a hunting club with a restaurant that serves lobsters.  There is a big sign on a tree.

D04 – the road becomes private – a lot of “Private Property” signs.  Dogs.  Can’t park there.

D05 – D07 – driving.

D08 – D09 – a road goes to ours.  Possibly may park.  When we were coming back we started going there but realized that there is not enough time and went back.

D10 – D12 – driving.  All the sides of the road have houses. It’s impossible to enter the woods without crossing the private property.

01 – Van Buren Furnace.  Is in good shape.  A gate is soon after that.

D13 – Turn on the Gravel Rd.

D14 – Gate (opened).

SF – Start of the Hike – closed gate.

03 – where the road ends.  There is a very narrow overgrown hunters path perpendicular to the road.  We took the one up the hill (just for the fun of it).

P01 – we saw a beautiful steep outcropping – very hard to climb on, but maybe worth it.

04 – where we crossed the stream (rather strong) and started a real bushwhack.  Very thick Shrub all the way to the top of the mtn. (rhododendron) and creepers.

05 – there were a lot of hunters’ plastic markers on the trees.  At this point there is a hunter’s seat on the tree.  I climbed to seat on it.  A little up there is a very small field.

06 – we climbed to what looked like the top of the mtn. A few good views.

07 – where we started to go down.

08 – spring

09 – we started walking along the stream which is not shown on the map.

10 – a large cut tree cut in the forest.  Also our road starts a little further after.  Our road is  a road for trucks.  Not gravel or paved, but pretty wide and pressed.

11 – stream crossing.  It’s piped.

14 – stream crossing where we had lunch.

17 – a what looks like public road going to RT600.   A possible start of the hike.   We wanted to take it on the way back but didn’t have time.

19 – where the road ends and the trail begins.  

21 – 21 There is a cut of wood in the forest again. and the road goes no further.  Private property to the right and front, steep mtn. – to the left.  We decided not to bushwhack to the private road that we drove to in the morning – it would require 20-30 minutes bushwhack out and back and we didn’t have time.  Besides I abandoned the idea of making a hike out there.

10 – 03 – on the way back we had to do rather strenuous bushwhack through the forest to our road.  It was dusk and there was a lot of shooting going on.  I was going and whistling all the time not to get shot.  Saw a big fat toad there.  After reaching 03 saw a rather big bear disappearing into the woods.
