Waterfall Tr.  Great North Mtn.  03.22.03. 11 mi.

Jack, Russ, Steve, Olivia, Weiming and me scouting.

Waypoints:

SF  - Started the hike west of Dellinger Gap. There is another parking a little bit closer to where we put our cars, but there is none at the trailhead.  Crossed the Falls Run or it’s extension – water high.

SF – 02  - freehand drawing - the reception was poor.
01  - bushwhacked to the trail because we couldn’t find the trailhead.  01 is approximately where we finally got on the trail.  Don’t do it next time around.  The trailhead is almost at the dead-end of the road.

02  - where we finally started getting good reception.  Also intersection with the Laurel Run Spur Tr.

03  - where we went to the old poorly blazed yellow tr.

04  - where we took off the tr. and bushwhacked.

05  - the falls.  Dead dear almost at the falls.  Tried to climb to the other side, but it’s too dangerous.

06  - the overlook above them.

07  - back to the old yellow blazed tr.

W01  - crossed the Falls Run.

08  - where the old trail reaches the T- intersection.  We went to the upper part and started the unsuccessful bushwhack – too overgrown.

09  - intersection with the North Mtn. Tr. (Orange).

10  - Viewing Stone (a stone carved to have an special shape).   This point signifies an intersection with an old trail.  Today saw 3 cairns, marking the trail.

11  - overlook.

12  - parking.

13  - Laurel Run Spur Tr. (Blue).  A lot of stream crossings on this one.

!!!Next time check the old trail from the Bull Gap (on the pipeline) to the first section of the Fat Mtn. Tr. along the Bear Run.

14 – 15  - started scouting the trail, it’s in good shape, but we only went to the creek intersection (there are two one after the other and we didn’t want to cross them 4 times).  !!!Do it next time.

16  - start of the second loop of the Fat Mtn. Tr. (Purple).  Trail going up – similar to 14-15.  – !!!Check it out.

!!!Next time scout the Threemile Mtn and Markley Rock (south of RT675).

17  - the start of the Botts and the Falls Ridge Tr. – they go together for a while (2 blazes).  Wading necessary.  Check if there is a way to do it without wading going further west.

!!! Next time do the rest of the North Mtn. Tr.
