Flowers: going down the trail right after starting saw a lot of Pink Lady Slippers.  They were at the end of the bloom season.  Lots of columbine near the parking on the sides of the road.  Indian Cubumber root is in fool bloom.  Gathered Sweet Fern on the ATV road after the waterfall.  Gathered Hoary Mint after on the meadows on the ridge a mile from the cars.  Both are young and fresh.  Pink Azalea in bloom on the ridge.  American Chestnut on the ridge.
