Greenbrier State Park – AT RT17

01/29/05

My official hike.

Leonid and John Killmon hiked w. me.

S – AT Parking off RT40 on the right side.  Parking for ~15 cars.

01 – bridge over I70.

03 – postfactum  point – Barnman Hill.  Forgot to mark intersection with the blue tr. going to the Greenbrier St. Park.

04 – spring on the right side.  Although it was very cold and the ground was covered with snow, the water was running.

05 – Visitor’s Center

06 – postfactum – parking lot

07 – connector trail, unblazed.  It’s a service road.  Saw 2 types of fragrant grasses.  It starts from the last loop of the campground.

08 – int. of the connector tr. with the read-blazed tr. which we took.

09 – int. w. the blue blazed tr.

10 – spring

11 – medium size stream crossing over the log.

12 – int. w. the blue blazed tr.

13 – lake.

14 – Pine Knob Shelter.  Solidly built but unimpressive.  Nice spring further along.  Bushwhacked from the trail to the AT.  Forgot to mark the int. w. the AT on either side.

15 – postfactum pt.  Small outcropping w. views on the r. side obscured by trees.

16 – same.

17 – int. w. the Blue Blazed Annapolis Rock Tr.

18 – outcropping.  Can see the real Annapolis Tock on the right.  Can see the Greenbrier Park and Lake.

19 – side tr. (blue) to the spring.  Lots of campsites (marked) along the trail.

20 – spring.  Went back on the blue blazed tr. Passed the privy.

21 – 22 – unblazed tr. to a good outcropping.

23 – 24 – Black Rock – blue blazed tr.  It’s a good outcropping with a huge rock slide.  Good view at the valley below.

25 – big spring.

26 – Pogo Campsite w. spring and privy.

27 – climbed on top of the ridge and then down (this is the highest point).

28 – left the AT to go to the car.

F – Wolfsville Rd.  Parking for 5 cars.  There is a parking for 10 cars on the other side of the road.
