AT from RT16 in PA to Wolfsville Rd in MD

01/15/2005

My scouting hike with Natasha Levkovich, her son Andrew, Galina Denisovna, and Tolya’s friend David.

Waypoints:

S – Start.  Parking for about 6 cars.  Clear blazes from the trailhead.

05 – sharp turn to the creak, while the road continues straight.  Good bridge across.

06 – trail intersects a road which it takes.

07 – trail passes through a small park (Pen Mar Park) on a meadow with a lot of benches, picnic sites and a gazebo, all on a great overlook west towards VA/WV.

10 – unofficial overlook with great views to the west.  Steep rocky climb before that.

11 – start of the 2 mile loop with a view (blazed blue) which we didn’t take.

W03  - creak according to the map, and spring from what we saw.  Looks reliable.

12 – 13 – went down to the Devil’s Racecourse Shelter.  Steep 0.3 mil downhill.  Beautiful springs near the shelter.  The shelter is Adirondacks style.  The trail goes on to the road after the shelter.  After the hike learned that there is a Devil’s Racecourse nearby, which is a bolder field.

14 – rock outcropping with a great view.  It’s on a short blue blaze.  Below the rock and seen from it is a nice waterfall, which the trail goes right to further along.

15 – road crossing.  Right after that there is a stream crossing where wading is necessary.  It’s half ankle high.

16 – a road with another stream crossing with wading.  Natasha crossed the creak w/o wading 50 yards on the left.

17, 20 – int. w. the pipeline.

21 – Cowall Shelter, right off the trail.

22 – spring.

23 – F – blue blazed side tr. from the AT to the parking.  2 parking spots on both sides of the rd. for 10+ cars.

After the hike we drove on the Raven’s Rock Road to see the Haunted House (Tipahato).  The owner of the place was there, he invited us in and showed the inside of the house.  Very solid construction and simple solid furniture style.
