Weverton Cliffs – Ed Garvey Shelter.

6.5 mi., 1545’ gain.

Krista and me.  

We had a foot deep snow.  Very wet.  The road was very hard to walk on.  Extremely foggy almost all day – zero visibility.

Waypoints:

Driving: RT270 almost to Frederick ( RT340 W/ SW, ~15 mi ( RT67 (D01) ( D02 ( SF

SF – parking.  A small field with a “No Trespassing Sign” and a ½ foot fence.  Strenuous uphill after that with the switchbacks after entering the forest.

01 – 02 – Weverton Cliffs side tr. – Blue blazed.  

03 – end of the uphill.

04 – side tr. on the left to the bottom of the hill.

05 – 06 – Ed Garvey Shelter.  There is a misleading sign ~50 yards before the actual side tr.  Side tr. is blue blazed.  The shelter is very close to the road.  Very beautiful.  There is a 0.4 mi. side tr., strenuous to the spring, blue blazed.  I went a little down, but stopped.

D04 – on RT340 you can turn left on Keep Tryst Rd. (W) and right on Valley Rd. (NE).  Right on the intersection with Valley Rd. there is River and Trail Outfitters store with good selection of books.  They rent C.C.Skis, bikes, canoes…  Have good selection of books. (301)695-5177

D05 – a big gas station with a huge parking with convenience stores.

D06 – turn right to go to MD Heights parking.  

D07 – Hostel on this intersection is closed.  Further on the road – the village of Sandy Hook – very poor – a few stores.

D08 – the rail road goes through the tunnel, but the regular road loops around the mountain.

D09 – D10 – parking spots with bridges over C&O Canal to the trail along Potomac.  ~20 yards before D09 is the entrance to the MD Heights trail system.  Beautiful views of Potomac and Hilltop House Hotel in Harpers Ferry.
