I forgot the maps and we did only a portion of the planned hike with the help of the GPS.

Waypoints:

01 – Catoctin Furnace (has parking).

02 – Ironmaster’s house ruins (have parking).

03 – walkers bridge over RT 15.

04 – huge Parking.

05 – postfactum point.  Where the horse trail starts.

06 – junction w. the Catoctin Tr.

07 – Catoctin Tr. merges w. the horse tr.  Steep uphill afterwards.

08, 09, 10 – Bob’s Hill Overlook – South, North and Catoctin Trail junction.

11 – int. w. Catoctin Cat Rock Connector.

12 – left Catoctin Tr. to the Cat Rock Connector.

13 – Cat Rock Connector.

14 – Int. W. Cat Rock Side Tr.

15 – Cat Rock – a big outcropping w. good views around.

16 – went to this place by mistake, no good views.

17 – int. of Cat Rock Tr. w. the Pipeline, which we took.  Pipeline is very steep – first up then down.

18 – int. of the Pipeline with the Catoctin Hollow Rd which we took.  Old mink farm is on the right side.

19 – int. of the Catoctin Hollow Rd. w. William Houck Dr.

20 – side rd. to the campground, which was closed.  The road doesn’t end, as shown on the map, but rather leads to the huge parking with restrooms and camp shops.

21 – int. of the road with the Cliff Tr.

22 – 4-way int. – Catoctin Tr., Cliff Tr., Campground Tr.

23 – board walk to the Falls.  The other board walk comes from Rt. 77.  They are not connected so one needs to cross the creak to reach the other tr.  We returned through the lower tr.  Then followed the North Branch Circle Rd. till we reached the eastern end and bushwhacked to the fence.  

24 - Climbed under the fence end crossed rather muddy and dangerous swampy area.
