We came on Sunday so there were no hunters.  There were hundreds of Mtn. Bikers though.  There are a lot of parking lots off Tuscarora Tr and Gambrill Park Rd.  There are a lot of gravel roads in pretty good shape in the forest.

Waypoints:

S – large parking.  Notice how the actual Gambrill Park Rd. is incorrectly placed.

02 – private house.  I believe going around this house one can reach the overlook which Duncan and Nora show on their annual hike.  We didn’t want to traspass and tried to reach the owners but they chose not to anser.  Next time try to get to the overlook from the public road above.
03 – some house shown here.  Check it out next time.

04 – 05 – according to one hunter whom we saw a couple year back this tower doesn’t exist any more.  Leading to it is not a paved road, but an old fire road blocked for cars.

06 – 07 – nice gravel rd.

08 – enterance to the Forest.  There are several stone piramids there.  What looks like an abandoned fire station.  Good place to park.  Fishing Creek Reseavoir is a beautiful lake, but access to it is forbidden.  Valley leading to it is very pretty and is worth hiking at.
09 – good gravel rd.

10 – Slalamander Rock.  There is  a large communication tower there and access is denied.
11 – SE of this pt. is a big grass field for hunters.

12 – Delatuter Rd. int.  There is a big wading here, so only an SUVs can turn to it.
