Waypoints:

S – Start of the hike.  Good parking for at least 15 cars, on the R. of Rt.355.

02 – supposed to be Waring Viaduct, which we didn’t see.

03 – beautiful lake belonging to the Izaak Walton League.  It’s right off the trail.  Has a lot of picnic tables.  Secluded.
05 – Postfactum.  Old Pond Tr. Int., which we took.
06 – Grusendorf log house and park visitors’ center.

07 – Postfactum.  Clopper Lake.  Lake Shore Tr.

08 – another entrance to the park (unofficial).

09 – place where we saw ladies tresses orchid.

10 – int. w. the Mink Hollow Tr.

11 – bench near the dam. w. very good views.

12 – Junction w. the Greenway Tr.  From Blue and Orange tr. becomes Blue (Greenway Tr.) and Yellow (Long Drought Tr.). This is on the intersection with 2 roads.  
13 – white Mink Hollow Tr. branches off to the Bluejay and Nuthatch, where it will end.  It’s just a lot of picnic areas.

14 – white tr. goes to the left.  Blue and yellow tr. go straight.

16 – Hunters observation tower above the bog.  After that we walk on the road for a while.

17 – where yellow tr. branches off to the left.

18 – there is some facility there.  What is it?
19 – a very good overlook over the Seneca Creek.
22 – Postfactum.  Unobvious turn to the L. right before private property.

23 – some nice rapids and on the other side of the river a hunting bench on the tree, a regular bench and a rope to jump in the water.

24 – Postfactum.  Road crossing w. Seneca Creek crossing.  Some good views of the rapids.  Old partially destroyed mill a little further.

25 – Postfactum.  Poorly marked Turn.

F – parking lot for at least 15 cars.
