Tolya and me scouting.

Day was great the hike was perfect.

17 mi, 4200 ft gain.

Waypoints:

See the previous hike in this area for the majority of points.

01 – after the crossing of the Duncan Hollow there is a great cam site.  Tried to find the remainder of the house shown on the map on the other side of the trail but failed – too thick of a shrub.

02 – side tr. to the Burners Gap Tr. (what I call it) is after the top of the hill on the way down.

03 – the Burners Gap Tr. goes up to the ridge and there is a blueberry field there.

04 – continued on this trail.  It’s very overgrown with a lot of fallen trees on it.  This is the point where we stopped.

05 – Met Tom and Jennifer.  Tom is  the owner of the property at the end of the tr.  Won horse races in Europe in 1975, writes librettos for Wagner–type operas, pacifist, served in Vietnam.  Jennifer – junior school teacher.  They have a beautiful “magic” pond with huge fish there.  Had lunch with them.

06 – saw a green snake on the bush, laying straight and not moving.  Very narrow.  Further on up is a beautiful overlook.  The whole trail down to the Shen. Valley is very wide and well maintained.

07 – Gap Tr.

08 – big field with some shrubs.

10 – beautiful pond.

11 – side tr. – a good rd.  Didn’t follow it – out of time.

13 – beautiful overlook.
