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02 – red ribbons going down, but no trail yet

03 – splitup.  This tr. is unblazed.  The top is very rocky even for the mtn. bikes, but then it becomes mych smoother.  Several blowdowns.

04 – int. w. the yellow tr. unblazed.

05 – more accurate than 004, but the same thing.

06 – big stump.  Yellow marker nearby.  Markers should be on both sides of the trees.

07 – split up in the road.  Neither is blazed.  Yellow goes down.  A very good rd. goes on the same level.

08 – int. w. a tr. relatively wide but obscured.  Probably not used.

09 – int. w. what we think is the yellow tr. (later it turned out it was the Big Valley Tr.) Turned out it’s not.  Very short connector to another tr.
10 – a little creek.
11 – Hinnekeem Tr. 

Small tree that looks like a pine is VA Cedar.  It’s a juniper.  Juniper Virginiana.

12 – int. w. the yellow tr.  There is a blaze there.  It’s on the right.

13 – int. w. the creek.  There is a tr. to the r.  – Big Valley Tr.

14 – T. –int. w. another tr.

15(18) – int. w. the yellow Tr. 

16 (17) – connector tr. to the Canaan Tr., but the yellow tr. goes to the r. and we take it.

17 – T. int. – abandoned tr. to the R, and we go to the left.  The yellow markers are there, but they are few and far between.

18 (165) – another semiloop.  The continuation of the trail goes to what’s marked as the dirt pile on the original map.  There is no shale pit that we could see.  The dirt pile is a big hill now.

19(16) – T-int.  w. 4 tr.  To the left is dirt pile.  The yellow blazes show to the right from where we are going.

20 – little out-and-back to the tiny pond right after we made a U-turn from the ridge we were walking on.  There are yellow blazes so we are on the right tr.

21 (15) – junction w. the tr. There is a yellow blaze.
22 – int. right next to the shele pit.  We were walking on the black tr.

23 – int. w. the blue tr.  Right before the creek.

24 – int. where the yellow tr. branches right.  It’s right before the creek that we thought was the Cub run, but it wasn’t.  We immediately crossed that creek.

25 – int. w. this creek.

26 –  T. – int. w. a wide Rd.  We go north (turned out that was yellow  tr.).  Not blazed.
27 – split up in the rd.  A creek, still not the Cub Run.  Left is the yellow tr.  We took the straight or right which is more obscured.  
29 – nat. forest boundary marker.

30 – end of the tr. There apparently was a homestead since the trail widens quite significantly, but then it disappears altogether.  The map shows an old route crossing the creek a little further back, but we couldn’t find the crossing – apparently it was washed out.  So we went back.  We took the right yellow tr.  Contrary to what the software maps and the printed map shows, there are only 2 crossings of the Cub Run, not 4.  They go right after the other.
31 – int. w. the shortcut tr.  (which is only a few feet and which we took out and back) to where the yellow trail starts to loop. It also is the int. w. the Bailout tr. (which we took).

32 – blue, green and the Bailout tr. junction.

33 – blue tr. makes a sharp turn to the l. and crosses the creek.  The road continues forward.
