Massanutten Resort Mapping

Part II

Misha and myself  mapping the resort

Waypoints (I started with waypoint 35, since the previous scouting ended with 33):

PA2 – Parking 2.  Bottom parking for a lot of cars.  Probably > 100

36 – int. w. the gravel rd. in good shape.

37 – closed gate on this rd. w. blue and green blazes.

38 – int. w. the Del Webb Dr. – paved rd. in a good shape.  Major int.  Entrance House (on the map called Old Guard House) not far away.  Green Tr. and Red. Tr. going up.  Black Tr. going along the rd., Blue Tr. is going from where we came from.  We are going on the Red Rd.

39 – Red Tr. goes to the left and we’re taking it.

40  - N. is a remnant of a house – all destroyed, on the S is an int. w. the continuation of the Running Cedar Tr.
41 – there is snow today and somebody went on a bike there going NW.  There is something resembling a tr. but not much.

42 – 43  - a side trail with a dead end.  There is a small cleared field at the end.  Could have been a house although no remains are present or it could be a logging loading station.

44- 45 – same.

46 – int. w. a big unblazed rd. on the R. and there is a big red blaze going forward and that’s what we’re taking.

47 – the tr. makes a sharp turn to the left and we’re taking that.

48 – stream crossing on the tr.

49 – an old chimney near the creek on the left.  (picture).
50 – 4 – way int.  On the right side there is a huge old oak. On the Left – Green Tr., on the Right – Red Tr.  Up ahead is a tr. in good shape but it’s unblazed.


Coming back we noticed there is a gate that is opened going south and a small lake.

51 – angled T-int., where the Gr. and Yel. Tr. veer L. and the Red Tr. goes R.  We’re taking the Red Tr.  The R. Tr. turn is right after the split, not before.  There is a road right on the turn going the same way as the Gr. and Yel. Trs.
52 – we are walking on a good rd. now.  I didn’t mark the first one, but this is the second piped creek.

53 – the end of the red loop.  Just a few feet to make it a real loop.
54 – where we enter a rather wide rd.  This is the dead end for the rd. we reached.

55 – almost immediately after the previous pt. we turn L. from the wide rd. that continues, to the tr. blazed Red.  Right after the turn the trail goes near an old trail, but not on it.  Be very careful here.

56 – at this pt. the trail is almost touching the old tr. but there is no good blazing.  We were very lucky today to have the tracks of a bicyclist on the snow, otherwise it’s very unobvious.

57 – we are crossing the same old tr. here.

58 – the tr. continues unmarked, but red blazed tr. veers to the R.
59 – the stream crossing.  We are right next to the road.

60 – int. w. the road.  The red tr. goes on the road. and we fallow.

61 – int. w. Del Web Dr. – paved.  Red Tr. Goes on Del Webb Dr. for a bit.
62 – Red and Blue Tr. go west of the Dell Webb Dr.  here.  Since I mapped it earlier we start to cover other trails.  Gravity Monkey is the first of them. It’s very steep, first going down to the creek, which I forgot to mark, and then very steeply up to the small ridge.  Then it goes down the ridge.  It meets the Red Tr. at pt. 60.  We continued on the Running Cedar Tr.

63 – the tr. becomes the rd.  At the junction there is this little field, supposedly where they picked up trees.  After we reached pt. 40, I turned off the GPS as we retraced our steps to the pt. 36 near the car parking.
64 – the end of the grass field.  The road is still very good.  It’s a one track gravel rd.

65 – int. w. the Cub Run and the Power Line.  The Blue Tr. goes along the power line.  Right before the int. there is a rd. going through the fields and up.  The map shows a gate which doesn’t exist.
66 – Gr. Tr. turns to he L. which we take.  There’s another power line which immediately turns from our tr.  The original Tr. which we were walking on continues and makes a turn to the R.

67 – postfactum pt.  The rd. makes a gradual turn here.  As far as I understand, the Rainbow Tr. Rd. was abandoned there,  since it leads to somebody’s property.

68 – int. w. the power line.

71 – the cleared area is ending here.  The tr. continues into the woods, but we didn’t follow.

72 – the tr. enters the field.  We are not going into the field.
73 – relocation of the green tr.  The tr. goes to the left.  It’s well blazed, but only in one direction.  We are going right next to the barbed wire separating somebody else’s property.

74 – int. w. the yellow tr.  I turned the gps off and we walked around the lake.  There should be 3 chimneys shown N. of the lake on the map.  We continued on the yellow tr.
75 – a tiny triangle where the junction of the yellow trails occurs.  Each leg is just a few feet long.

76 – the yellow tr. enters the wider tr. which is Granny Grind Tr. on the left and yellow tr. on the Right.

77 – int. blue and yellow tr.  We continue on the merged tr.

78 – 79 – side tr. almost to the Hensley’s Pond.  It enters the field and goes to a big oak tree, which is pt. 79
80 – yellow tr. branches out E. here.

81 – Green Tr. branches out.  We took it to the place where we left it and went back with the GPS off.

82 – a big stump of a pine with the blaze and a map that weathered out.

83 – blue tr. goes to the left and we continue on the Green Tr.

84 – 85 – the tr. goes away from the road and then joins it and continues on it.  Maybe there are water puddles there in the spring?  After pt. 85 the rd. narrows down.

86 – 87 – the road is going in the field for this stretch.  The road on the edge of the field shown on the Topo map has too many blowdowns and is too eroded to be passable.  After the field this road becomes passable and we continue on it.
88 – split up, where the green merges with blue and together they go right.  The Old Barn remains are nearby.  There is an error – the blue blazes come with the yellow blazes which doesn’t correspond with the map.  There were other yellow blazes that show something is wrong.
89 – old tractor and mowing machine north of the tr.  Pictures.

90 – int. w. Canaan Tr.

91 – Cub Run crossing.  Right after the crossing there is a T-Intersection.  On the left is the blue and yellow (not supposed to) tr.  On the r. is the green tr. which we take.

92 – the road continues straight and a little to the left and we right on the Green Tr.  Apparently the road is the connector to the yellow tr.

93 – creek crossing.  We are going up the mtn. steeply after that.

94 – a T-int.  We turn to the R. as the sign sais.  We don’t see the sign for the yellow blaze.

95 – split on the left.  We continue on the same rd.  There are green and yellow blazes.
96 – old tr. going to the left, relatively wide.
97 – disregard this waypoint.  Tr. looked like an old orchard, but there are no good trails that we could see there any more.
97 – 36 – there is a trail, which is not shown on the map.
