Jack and me scouting trails unmarked on the PATC Maps.

Waypoints:
SF – curb parking at the two gravel rd. int. – N. one – the one we took is gated and closed, W. is not
02 – there is a good tr. going down the mtn, but the one going up is overgrown
03-05 – tr. E. 3 is huge road down
06  - tr. W and huge rd. down
08 – big tr. E.
09 – the end of the rd.  Start of the tr.
10 – tr. W.
13 – great overlook
14 – First Mtn. ridge
15 – tr. int.  Tr. is in good shape.  Huge number of mushrooms along.  Lots of side trs. to the Cub Run Rd.
16 – one of these side trs.
19 – the best exit to go to the Morgan Run Tr.  The tr. continues for another mile.
21 – int. w. Morgan Run
22 – int. w. Morgan Run Tr. 
23 – overgrown meadow with huge camp fire rings
24 – tr. E.
25 – tr. E.
26 – tr. W. to the big meadow
30 – Just before the Co. Line.  Somwehere around this pt. there is a huge meadow E. according to Google Maps.  On the W. side of the rd. are 3 Yellow Fringed Orchids – all just out of bloom.
31 – springs and boggy area where we looked for orchids and couldn’t find any
32 – good trail deteriorating as it goes up.  Try to go to the top on this one next time.
35 – where this tr. reaches the road.  Very unobvious.
38 – int. w. the Martin Bottom Tr.
39 – tr. E.
40 – tr. W. to a big meadow.
41 – on the W. side of the rd. are 3 Yellow Fringed Orchids – one out of bloom, the rest have the top part in bloom and the bottom – out of bloom.  Also, the ridge to the W. is very interesting.  It’s very shart and has lots of small flat rocks along the ridge.  Climb it next time and see if there is a way to go along it.
44  - postfactum pt.  Next time see if there is a tr. going down there.
45 – try climbing the ridge W. along the creek from this pt.  See pt. 41.
46 – Peterfish Gap.  Good Tr. going W.  Clearcut few years back E.  Overgrown now.  We took a side tr. W.
47 – a tr. branches off parallel to the Cub Run Rd.  We took it almost all the way to the car.
