01 – overlook

02 – int. w. Tuscarora Tr.

10 – a lot of good strawberries near a private house on the road.

12 – tons of sweet fern and blueberries and blackberries.

14 – entrance into the forest from the OHV road and the OHV road makes a sharp left turn and there are old blazes which were erased and the new blazes go into the forest.

15 – an old road int., partially overgrown.

23 – int. w. the road, also entrance to the Cowan’s Gap State Park, also the start of the Cameron Tr.,  there several cabins there, very big.

24 – Plassinger Tr. Blazed Red, but there  are no signs.  It goes right next to the creak.

25 – int. w. the logging road, and the trail goes up, but we turn right.

26 – int. w. the road and there is a wayslide and a bench.  In 1996 there was a big slide after the meltdown.

28 – landslide, still strong, and there are a lot of slides on the uphill, still.

29 – lake overlook – small wooden construction and a decent view of the lake.

30 – split in the road.

31 – horseshoe tr. and a very steep uphill.

32 – int. w. an old overgrown tr.  This tr. goes steeply up and then steeply down.  The down part is also very long.  It’s a good competitor with the Pipeline, although not as long.  It’s well blazed with. white.

33 – another road crossing, maybe it’s the same one but switchback.

34 – 4-way int.  with the Tuscarora Tr.  We should have taken the blue blazed tr. to the right which would lead us to the bridge.  Instead we continued on the white blazed tr. and had to wade knee deep and walk on the paved road.

35 – int. w. the paved rd. to the cars.  That’s where the dam is.
