07 – orange blazes – ignore them – they are what’s left of the old Tuscarora Blazing.

09 – can see a paved rd. on the r. side.

10 – a cairn with #164 on it.

11 – overlook

12 – overlook

13 – cairn #148

14 – overlook to the right with a sign.  The whole tr. is very rocky and has a lot of trees.  Few views are available because of the trees.

15 – Tuscarora Tr. Goes off the mtn. and very steeply down.

16 – steam crossing.

17 – going along a beautiful stream with several small waterfalls.
