Worlds End S.P. – Game Land 13 – Ricketts Glenn S.P. 

03/13-15/2009
Waypoints:

Worlds End St. Pk. (SF01 – 35)

SF01 – Our log cabin #3.
04 – end of the trail

05 – start of the loop

06 – small waterfall

07 – 08 – overlook

09 -10 – bushwhack to a great waterfall.  Go on the right side of the fall till it’s not obscured at all.

11 - don’t remember

12 – unblazed trail up
14 – a very good waterfall below the Loyalsock Tr.  Cross the creek and go to the waterfall on a tiny trail
15 – a good overlook.  The LS tr. was relocated to or from here a little before this point but the blazes were not removed

16 – small waterfall

18 – went to the top but there was nothing there.  Disregard

19 – very pretty bog.  Beaver dam here

26 – small creek crossing

29 – trail to a waterfall that we didn’t have time to see
30 – 31 – side trail to a great waterfall.

32, 33 – side trails N.
Butternut Falls. (D41 – 42)  

D41 – stop at the campground shop and ask for the permission to hike to the falls – it’s private falls.

SF40 – there is no parking for the falls, the trail goes down from the cabin and it’s a strenuous bushwhacking trail.  park your car not blocking the cabin driveway and go down to be below the falls.

41 – Point below the falls.  The falls are spectacular when there is a lot of water and less so when there isn’t.  There is a good swimming hole here.

42 – above the falls.  Very pretty view as well.  Much easier to get to.

Game Lands No. 13 Heberly Run (D60 – 71)
Note: we never crossed the Heberly Run

D60 – parking.  There is a locked gate and the road ahead was iced up.  There is no junction between this road and the Jemerson City Rd. at this point as shown
61 – that’s where the downhill for the waterfall was supposed to be according to the waterfall book, but the actual waterfall is further north.  Ignore this point
62 – 63 – a great waterfall.   Strenuous downhill.  We came to the top of the falls.  One can go to the bottom as well  starting a little earlier.  The area above the falls is very pretty.  There are small falls and swimming holes
64 – a parking if I remember correctly with another gate
65- where we went down to the falls and saw an old overgrown road
66 – a nice swimming hole right below the lower falls, which was great as well.
67 – I came back and followed the old road to the second falls which is between 66 and 67.  This is one of the prettiest waterfalls of the day, not in terms of height or amount of water, but rather because of the natural beauty.  67 is the 3d falls which is pretty as well
68 – small waterfall on the creek flowing into this river.  The old road continues across the river
70 – Parking for the Lewis Falls and a gate.  The road to the Lewis falls is a good OHV road
71 – Lewis Falls.  Right below the road.  It’s a commercial falls (vs. bushwhacking one).  Spectacular icicle arrangement, the best for the whole trip.  Very large falls.  The OHV road follows crosses the creek (wading) and continues up the mountain
Rickets Glen St. Pk.

Note: the falls were iced up and we didn’t do much.  2 people fell into the falls and the park was in the process of rescuing them – lots of fire trucks + several serious rock climbers
D80 – was closed
D81 – large parking for the lake and the falls trail.
82 – road becomes trail.  There were cabins before that

85 – tr. intersection

86 – bridge and good waterfall.  After this point the trail became impassable – way too icy.  We turned back here.
D87 – lower park parking.

D88 – this parking was closed and the trail to the falls was closed.  We went anyway and weren’t’ disappointed.  There is a narrow gorge starting right at the bridge which has a waterfall right under it.

89 – a view of a great waterfall in a narrow gorge.  Contrary to what the map shows we didn’t cross the creek.  The trail continues but was very icy and dangerous, so we returned to the car.  There is supposed to be another waterfall on this trail.  
91 – after we came back to the car we went along the Kitchen Creek to the first waterfall and back

94 – start of the narrow loop

95 – good waterfall

96 – a small waterfall on the Shingle Cabin Creek
