Kisun and me scouting and maintaining trails.

Saw Center Club with Buz leading and Duncan with Nora.

Waypoints:

SF – as overseers we parked the car there.  Concrete post at the trailhead.

01 – the trail is starting to erode there.

02 – a very good outcropping with views.  Go all the way to the top on the rocks.

03 – a split on the road, where we took the right side.  A good camping spot there.  The highest peak of the Robertson Mtn. w. the benchmark on top of the rock.

04 – going further to the outcropping, there is a great view of the whole valley and the Old Rag.  On the northern side, there is an outcropping with the view to the north.

05 – here we left Robertson Mtn. Tr. to bushwhack to the Corbin Hollow Tr.

06 – Brokenback Run crossing over a log.

07 – Corbin Hollow Tr.  Couple hundred yards the trail crossed the creak back over another log.

08 – Base of an old cellar house or a mill.  Each wall is ~ 7-8 ft.  There is a chimney base there.  in a small creak nearby.  Kisun found heavy gears and some other pieces of machinery.

09 – a view of the sliding falls.  Although they are not official, nevertheless they are very large and full of water.

10 – int. w. the Old Rag Fire Rd.

SF2 – Mill Prong Tr. Parking.  Mill Prong Tr. is a very easy tr. leading to the Camp Hoover. There was a stream crossing over rocks – very easy.

11 – where we stopped – right before the int. w. the horse tr. – it was getting dark.
