02 – 05 – old trail in bad shape.

06 – rock slide.

07 – ridge after which we had a steep rocky downhill.

08 – lower falls.  Sliding waterfall.  The best of the 3.

09 – upper falls.  Not very scenic.
10 – the waterfall which can be called a waterfall only by stretching this word.  It’s a large stone with the water going over it.  It’s pretty though with a lot of green moss.
11 – int. w. a very old tr.

12 – int. w. AT.

13 – good overlook on the AT.
