Jack and me scouting Rapidan WMA.

Waypoints:

01- AT int. w. Laurel Prong Tr.

02 – Laurel Prong Tr. int. w. Cat Knob Tr.

03 – SNP border w. RWMA.

04 – Cat Knob Tr. int. w. Jones Mtn. Tr.

05 – Start of the bushwhack on the old trail.  The trail is way overgrown and not worth doing again.  There are a lot of huge fallen trees from the old growth.

06 – a little off the trail.  Flat area with good camping spots.  Spring that starts the Staunton River.  There is a little water in the spring but then it goes under ground – dry season.  After the stream bed crossing the trail was hard to find.  It was paralleling a very steep grade.  Instead of trying to follow it we went on a secondary creek bed to the road

07 – int. of the creek bed with the rd.

08 – int. of the old tr. w. the rd.  There is a well with the pipe under the road there and the trail goes immediately to the left.

09 – int. w. Jones Mtn. Tr. which we took.

05 – new tr. into the RWMA.  Pink Blazed.  

10 – on the W. there is what maybe a good overlook – we didn’t have time to see.  Road here is very steep and tricky to walk on because it’s covered w. leaves.

11 – end of the hiking tr.  Int. w. the Jeep Tr. which is very well maintained and where we saw SUVs  on the last trip.
13 – 15 – a T-intersection w. a Jeep Tr. where we got lost last time and this time again.  Try to follow it to the end next time.  The trail is rather steep and in good shape.
