Naked Creek – Top Part

01/28/2006
Kisun and me scouting.

Very strenuous hike along the Naked Creek.  Very rocky terrain when relatively flat and a lot of steep rocky climbs with many fallen trees.  A lot of huge waterfalls not shown on the map.

Waypoints:

SF – Lewis Falls Trail Parking – last parking before Bootens Gap. 

03 – 05 – Tanners Ridge Fire Road.

05 – Very unobvious entrance to an old fire road.  The road is in good shape with very few blow downs.

06 – 09 – another old trail – this one with lots of brier and blow downs.  The opened area on the map has some growth now.  Apparently, the easiest way to reach the Skyline Dr. from the Naked Creek is by continuing east after waypoint 09.  This way Skyline Dr. will be reached at its lowest point
10 – 11 – looks like an old trail but it ends at 11.  Couldn’t find any signs of the habitat.

13 – 15 – strange loop.  Check it out next time.

16 – 18 – I forgot to mark the waterfalls.  There are definitely 2 waterfalls at 17 – one double falls on the Naked Creek and one on the junction with the Naked Creek of its unnamed tributary.  Waypoint 18 is another large waterfall.

17 – 19 – relatively easy way to the Skyline drive from the Naked Creek.  Walk along the Northern Side of the creek.
19 – 20 – after a big cliff on the left, turn right and go to waypoint 20.  

20 – 22 – go East and then North East.  22 is a large meadow of the Naked Creek Overlook.  On the way back east of SLD we saw a big outcropping on the Eastern side.
