Driving: 

After Warrenton RT29 EXPRESS gas station has cheap gas and good homemade food.  (as of 06/05/2009 not any more)
Waypoints:

01 – The Point overlook off the Skyline Dr.

02 – below The Point is a very beautiful outcropping.  After that point heavy thicket with thorns and huge amounts of fallen trees which make it almost impossible to pass.  Next time try to go off Skyline Dr. couple hundred yards further south.

05 – spring,  forms a good creek that should go to the falls.

06 – 07 – 08 – falls.  On the first fall there is Parchmanberry.  Small amount, so I didn’t gather.

09 – outcropping w. the overlook of the falls (not a great one – obscured by the trees).  Very steep uphill before this point.

10 – Peters Point – a good overlook of the Powell Mtn. and the unnamed peak to which we are heading.  Very steep downhill with rhododendron bushwhacking after this point.   Pretty strenuous.  Apparently, there was an old switchback road up to the Peters Point as we crossed it several times. 

11 – where we reached the bottom and where we saw the creek.  It’s rather wide.  We were expecting to see waterfalls but didn’t find any.

12 – very small waterfall and a swimming hole nearby.

13 – junction of the 2 creeks, first goes along the park boundary which we took, second goes along into the park.

14 – crossed a very small creek.  We saw that there is an old trail going on the other side of the river on private property.  We took it all the way to the Meadow School Tr.  There are a lot of blowdowns, but otherwise it’s great.

15 - !!! Intersection with the Meadows School Tr.  You can drive up to this point apparently.  At the end there is a parking for at least 5 cars.  There is concrete post there and yellow blazes start there, too.
