Dry Run Falls Hike
02/19/2006

Jack and me scouting.  Mostly bushwhack, very strenuous at times.
Waypoints:

SF – Start Finish – car parking

01 – bridge over the Dry Run.  Start of the bushwhack.

02 – Upper Dry Run Falls – to avoid thickets it’s easier to go on the higher ground rather than along the creek.

03 – 04 – old wagon rd. – sill in good shape.

05 – old chimney – all that was left of a house

06 – about a 100 yards above the chimney site there is a relatively large artificial hole.  Don’t know what it was used for.
07 – the creek goes underground from here.

08 – a large Putty Root Orchid colony.  This whole area is bushwhacking.  There are evidence of man-made structures and old roads.

09 – reached the main road exactly at the point where the road leads to the Middle Dry Run Falls starts.  It’s an old wagon road, easy to miss.  It doesn’t lead to the falls per se, but rather above them.

10 – there is a good swimming hole below – right above the falls.   To see the Middle Dry Run Falls one can either go around them from the left side or from the right.  Both ways have their advantages and both are strenuous bushwhacks and rock climbs.  The waterfall consists of several stages, each of which is worth seeing.
11 – last stage of the waterfall.

13 – park boundary and the gate.  Right before it there is an old road leading towards the falls.

14 – int. w. another old road.

15 – almost reaching the private property sign, there is a patch of old barbed wire.  Start bushwhack to the overlook there. 

16 – beautiful outcropping with the views of the upper part of the Lower Dry Run Falls.  Just like the Middle Dry Run Falls, Lower Falls have many stages, all of which are very impressive.  Both Middle and Lower Falls are sliding rather than dead drop falls.

17 – the lowest waterfall in the series.  Stretch 16 to 17 was very dangerous and involved some very serious bushwhacking and rock climbing.  A lot of brier there.  There are several overlooks along the way with views of different sections of the falls.  This point is probably the best overlook.  Below this point the river goes flat and soon reaches private property.  It is dammed and a nice little pond is formed.
18 – 15-18 is an old wagon road which disappears here, but maybe is going on the other side of the stream.

19 – an unofficial but nevertheless quite decent waterfall.  Steep climb to the road after that.
