02.01.2003.  Dry Run Rd. – South River Falls.

11.7 mi.  2800 ft. gain.

Tim and me scouting for the Cedar Falls – unsuccessfully in regards to falls, but great otherwise.

The day was very foggy all the time with very low visibility. Driving can be slippery.

Waypoints:

D17 – D19 – Dry Run Falls #1.  Couldn’t go – private rd. – gated and closed.

SF- parking on the shoulder of the  Dry Run Rd. (4WD) – there is no official parking.

01 – gate – closed.

02 – road on the right (4WD) going down and left.

04 – gated side road to the right to the private property.

05 – official entrance to the SNP and there are yellow blazes on the road from now on.

06 – Dry Run Falls #2.  Extremely small, and inside the ice.  Several of them.  Went along the creek a little, but couldn’t find anything significant, and didn’t see it in the vicinity.  The creek is dry, too.  The waypoint itself is a rock with a good view of the creek.  Hard bushwhacking.

07 – piped crossing of the Dry Run.  Dry Run Falls #3.  All looked flat to us and the bushwhacking seemed hard, and the water flow small, so we decided not to do it.

08 – a spring on the rd. w. a stone well.  Very beautiful.

!!!09 – huge outcroppings on the left side of the rd.  Climb on top on the southern side around and up.  Very beautiful.  Has a picture of the whole area around.  Looked mystical in the fog.  Try to look for the best way to get to the Cedar Falls.

10 – 11 – Tried going to the Cedar Falls.  There are 2 old wagon roads. – impossible to go on because of a huge number of fallen trees.  Heard some people with dogs, probably hunters and decided not to gamble.  If go, there is a strenuous bushwhack involved –a lot of vegetation.  Go along the second (farthest) old wagon rd.  Ask the owners, if it’s better to go from the bottom and what house they live in.

12 – the actual entrance to the first old rd.

14 – paved rd. to the South River Picnic Area.  A lot of tables.  Old closed restroom and new restroom (plastic).

16 – South River Falls Tr. (Blue).

17 – AT. int.

18 – old rd. to the vista above the falls from an outcropping.  Don’t go on the other side of the creak – not worth it and overgrown.  

19 – int. w. the 4WD rd. 

20 – end of the $4WD rd.  A narrow tr. goes up to the bottom of the falls to the swimming hole.  Possibly there is a trail on the other side of the river (not too much vegetation).

21 – int. w. the South River Restricted Rd.

22 – int. w. AT.
