18.59 mi, 3928’ gain, 4245’ loss.

Start Parking: AT intersection w. RT522 West of Lake Front Royal (Can’t see it from the road).

Waypoints: 

S – Start.

Cross the bridge, pass the lake, and then houses w. dogs all on the left side.  On the right side there is a US Property fence.

01 – 02 went to the left on the gravel road to see the PATC shack.  Reached some houses and went back.  Should have gone off road further up north after the wall.

03 – int. with the blue blazed tr. on the right, sign says “hikeree”

04 – int. with the power line.

05 - 08 – blue blazed tr. to the right.  Tom Floyd wayside – a trail with a lot of far away primitive campsites and a shelter w. restroom (08).  Didn’t reach the Ginger Spring, but it’s probably not too far away, because the sign says so.

09 – intersection w. power line and paved road.

10 – beautiful overlook with views of the valley and mountains.   W. binoculars can see the FAA blue and white tower on one of the ridges.

11 – int. w. Compton Gap Tr. same as Chester Gap Tr., yellow blazed, for horses.

12 – int. w. Springhouse Rd. on the right, and Dickey Ridge Tr. on the left.

13 – int. Dickey Ridge, Indian run, AT.

15 – int. Compton Pk. Tr. and AT.   We took Compton Pk. tr.

16 – Compton Pk. overlook – very beautiful.

17 – int. w. Springhouse Rd.

18 – a small locked house with a spring pipe going out of it.  The spring is small but decent.

20 – Snead Farm Loop Tr. on the right.

21 – FAA (Aviation Admin.) navigation air traffic control site – a white house w. green top and a lot of antennas.  It’s  on top of a beautiful hill. w. overlooks.

22 – end of the Sneed Farm Loop.

23 – int. w. Fox Hollow Tr. on the right and the visitor’s center on. the left.  Fox Hollow Tr. is in the bushes going down.

F – Finish. Skyline Dr. – end of the Dickey Ridge Tr.

26 – Apartment complex – the actual end of the hike.
