Big Devils Stairs Falls - Jordan River Falls GPS

07/19/03, 16.3 mi, 3160 – 3430 ft elevation.

Jack’s Waterfall Series official hike.  

Waypoints:

S – Started at Gravel Springs Gap, went on the Bluff Tr. to the Big Devil’s Stairs, went on the official tr. to the bottom of the stairs and climbed up on the creek.  It was a bad time to do that, because the creek was completely dry. Still we saw a turtle and a few Cray-fish in the ponds formed by the creek.

01 - is where we left the creek bed and started climbing the right side of the mtn.  After climbing to the top we went to the overlook and had lunch – along the way I saw a  blue – tailed lizard, the most beautiful lizard I’ve seen so far.

02 – 03 – we went down the creek to the Jordan River Falls and climbed down all the way.  The falls have plenty of water and are a giant rock slide.  It’s good to go down and up as far as possible from the creek, because there a lot of thorny vines near the stream.  We went up to the AT – the road is wide and followed the AT.

04 – Side Tr. to the Compton Peak.  The trail goes down to the rocks, that have unique formation, but lost the trail and decided not to continue.  It turned out the trail goes vertically down between the 2 rocks.  A few feet up the trail there is a rock outcropping with a great overlook.

F – finished at the parking lot for ~ 20 cars off the AT.
