Conley Cabin

05/07-08/2004

Shelley Burns, Brad Devries and me stayed there Friday and Saturday Night.

Directions and Waypoints:

D01 – D03 – RT29 – RT33 to Lydia (RT625 – RT636).

D04 – S – Driving on the paved rd. S is the parking for 1 car – the last place to park, if you are not in the SUV or Truck.  First night because the lack of  light we drove up in the car to the parking up the hill, the road is very steep, unmaintained with a lot of holes and rocks on it.  Scratched the bottom several times.

P – gated parking up the hill.  Turn left 90 degrees at the parking and walk on the trail.  You will pass 2 abandoned cabins, half destroyed.

F – Conley Cabin is off the trail to the right, visible from the trail.  It’s 1.1 mi strenuous uphill and downhill total to the cabin, more if the 1-car parking is full.

The cabin has 2 stoves – one for cooking one for heating.  It has tons of silverware, pots, and other dishes.  It is very clean.  There is a very beautiful view from the porch to the valley.  There are 6 beds and 12 mats.  There are candles.  There is a sink but no running water, so bring your own or take from the creak.  No electricity or restrooms.  A privy is outside.  There is a gazebo near the house.  The house is very noisy, I guess because the floor was made of thin logs.  We caught a tick in the house, so take precautions.  A creek is nearby.  

There are blue blazed trails near the cabin.

It’s very hard to rent this cabin, so do it the first moment it becomes available a month in advance.
