01 – int. w. AT.

04 – possible side tr. to the car parking which we didn’t see at the preloaded waypoints.

05 – on the left side there is a trench with a beautiful spring coming out of the ground.

09 – we are back on the tr.  and that’s the stream crossing.

10 – cave – manmade.  It’s off the trail on an unblazed tr. along the creak on the right side.

012 – wading, there is a trail which goes on the left, very good one.

13 – another tr. to the left.

14 – official T. int. and we took right.

15 – a mediocre swimming hole.

17 – int. on the other side of the creek there is a big road or a camping site.

18 – stream crossing.  Right after that is the swimming hole and a water slide.  Swimming hole is very good.

20  - falls
The overlook at the Chimney Rocks offers great views and is long, at least ¼ mile.  It’s before our preload waypoint 22
Cavalry Rock is right after the Chimney Rock – it offers great views on the southern side and then on the northern side again.
