02 – State Line campsite.  KM 33.3.  Several tables and a restroom.  Campsite has room for many campers.

03 – State border.  There is a fence for the animals and two abandoned houses.  No trucks are allowed from here on.  Lots of good shells from here for a few miles.
04 – F – We were walking on the beach.  The map is clearly incorrect here.
F – Northern end of the parking.  Lot’s of people walking on the shore, some surfers.  

Lots of trails around.  Saw Snowy Egrets and Blue Herons, other birds, wild horses while driving back.  Several WMAs on the mainland adjoining the island.
