Very scenic hike – Laurel Fork, meadows, bogs.  Almost no elevation except towards the end.   Several wadings across the Laurel Fork  - never above the ankle.
Several bogs on the trail.    Sometimes trail is impossible to find.  Sometimes it’s a wide road, sometimes its RRG.  In the southern section, the trail is not following the map and not crossing the Laurel Fork till the last section.

Saw Pad- Leaf Orchid, Pink Lady’s Slippers; saw a nest of a bird with egg shells, a less-than-a-week-old fawn.

The campground half way on the trail is very pretty.  Water there didn’t pass inspection, so bring the filter or boil it.

We saw only 2 hikers – father and son and 4 fishermen near the campground.   There is almost no traffic on Rt. 14 (which is called differently on the sign).  Saw bear hunters training their dogs to chase bears.
