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Waypoints:

01 – our parking.

02 – North Face Tr. int. Right Fork Tr. 3.1 mi.

06 – side tr. to the Tea Creek.  We are going to come back on the same cutoff.

08 – shelter, several good waterfalls and swimming holes a little down and a little up the stream.

10 – tr. int. ?

11 – second day trailhead – campground.

12 – some int. – check out at home what it is.

The first stretch for the day we should have followed is blazed, following the creek leads to washed off trail, which is very dangerous.  Go above it instead.
14 – shelter.

15 – a big meadow on the right side all covered with grass.  Probably good for camping.
17 – rd. int.

19 – shelter, not far from a creek, nice one.

Don’t go to this area during the rain season, a lot of these trails become waterbeds.

20 – connector tr. int.

21 – bog and we are going off the trail.  I lost the trail and we are going along the creek.

22 – where we reached the tr.  right after crossing the creek.  It’s a new blazed tr. – not in the book.

24 – the tr. is still there.

25 – a very good camp site on the right of the tr.  Thick with moss.  Bright Tr.  The whole area is worth exploring.  Tons of strip mines there.  Very beautiful.  A reliable spring is right after going down the hill from the field.

26 – very good overlook and it’s also an intersection with a bunch of trails.

27 – incorrect endind of the Turkey Pt.  Tr. and pt. 28 is the correct one.  Check it out.

29 – mediocre overlook with a bit of a view of the faraway mtn.

30 – another enterance to the Turkey Pt. Tr. – this one is very obscured.

31 – where the tr. merges w. an old wagon rd.

32 – int. w. an old logging rd. on the r. side.

33 – int. w. an old wagon rd. which we took.  It’s flat now and we still have some time to go.

34 – is a Turkey Pt. Connector.

Day 3.

Check out the Elderberry Bush.

Blueberry and BoyzonBerries are black.

35 – Jefferson Baths.  The biggest hot springs place.

The overlook is called the Dam Hill Gulls Overlook.  It’s owned by VA Nature Conservancy.
37 – good overlook over the Maury River.
