Waypoints:
SF – parking on the shoulder of the road.
01 – tr. int. after the bridge.  The road after the bridge is closed for vehicles.
02 – we go on a tr. off the rd.
04, 69 – next time try to see if this trail exists.
05 – 10 – next time try to see if this tr. exists.
06 – officially closed tr.
08 – reliable spring w. a spring box a little above the tr.
10, 11, 12 – great overlooks.
13 – Cranny Crow Overlook – the best overlook with a shelter made of rocks.
16 – huge shelter with fire place and barbeque stands.  Restrooms.
17 – old farm house.
18 – cemetery of 3 children of this farmer.
20 – old lookout tower and a big house nearby + several shacks.
21 – outcropping which unfortunatelly has no view because of the dence trees.
24 – don’t know what it is.  Check it out next time.
26 – 28 – great overlooks.
30 – small shelter.
32 – 01 – next time try to see if this tr. exists.
34 – apparently, this is the only trail that goes up the mtn.   We went out-n-back along the rd and couldn’t see any other one going up.
36 – tr. split.
37 – either wells or pipelines
40 – int. w. old rd.  A little further along is the storage of fire wood.
43 – picknich area w. a large shelter.  Check out this tr. next time.
44 – swimming pool.
45 – Robert E. Lee father’s house.  Right next to it is a gazebo with sulphur spring.  It’s also the start of the tr. going up.
56, 60 – shelters.  All these shelters are made with no nails.
61 – 66 – side trs. down to the valley.  A little after 66 is a long cut, maybe it’s a pipeline.  Check it out next time.
