Grand Canyon Trip

Flowers: Primrose, Sage

Waypoints:
05/23/2005

Kaibab National Forest – Surrounds the Grand Canyon National Park.  Overlooks the Grand Canyon in less spectacular places.  Much less crowded.  Free.  Great camping.

S01 – first night camping.  There is a trail along the plateau which I followed for a bit.  I was very tired from previous days and didn’t do much.
02 – a trail down into the canyon.  I tried to follow but it seemed extremely dangerous to me.  One misstep is death.  I went back and continued along the plateau.  2 German guys went down with backpacks.  

03 - this is where I stopped and retraced back.

05/24/2005

We started driving to the Grand Canyon.  Some roads were not opened yet because of the snow, so we had to trace back once.  Some trails in the Grand Canyon were not opened yet either for the same reason.  Going down the Grand Canyon offers spectacular views throughout.  Lizards and beautiful flowers are abundant.  Water access is good.
S02 – lookout tower.  Don’t know if it is opened to public, but we climbed it anyway and had a spectacular view of the forest.
S03 – main route down the Grand Canyon.  Crowded but not overly so, especially after the first half mile.  Since it was a relatively narrow canyon, the GPS reception was very poor.
