Waypoints.

P – car parking

S – Campground where we spent the 1st night and where I spent the last 2 nights.  First stretch to Puite Pass (PP) is steep uphill with good views of mountains and lakes.
07 – we went off the tr.

KH – Keyhole – relatively hard to find pass over the ridge.  In my opinion, dangerous.

C23 – 19 – in my opinion, dangerous route.  Go around the lake the opposite direction.

PCT31 – W38 – very nice even though not well traveled old tr.  Sometimes has cairns, sometimes, not, sometimes easy to follow, sometimes not.
C04 – Camp spot for 2 tents.

MP – Miur Pass – strenuous uphill, very windy, was very hard for me.  Pretty stone shelter on top.
PCT50 –  52 – strenuous climb.

BP – 57 – Bishop Pass to the Bishop Lake.  Strenuous downhill.  Very narrow pass, can be easily destroyed in case of rock slide or rain.  Check before going there.

SF2 – Lake Sabrina.  Very good boating station with all kinds of boats.  Café and small shop.
Alternative Routes. 

1: Same start, same route to waypoint pp (Piute Pass) continue till this tr. reaches PCT ( take PCT south to W53 ( go over Bishop Pass through South Lake to Lake Sabrina to North Lake.

2 and 3: Bushwhack (relatively easy).  North Lake to Lower Lamark and then Upper Lamark Lake ( Lamark Col ( Darwin Canyon ( PCT ( Either upper or lower semi loop of the previous backpack.
