In the good old days National Geographic’s Topo! Software had a web site where people and organizations posted their traces and everybody could download them for free.   It was called Map Xchange.  It ain’t free these days…, but back then I downloaded all the trails of the Catskills that the forest service posted on that site, still have it.  One unpleasant thing I learned about Catskills from that all-inclusive trace was that these mountains don’t have any loops of any significance.  Also many trails were pretty steep.

Waypoints:
S – the trail and trailhead got relocated to avoid private property.

15 – I believe, our first night camp.  It’s a cabin.
W25 – I believe, our second night camp.  

Note the total elevation gain!!!  Also the trail was very rocky, but not dangerous.  Some climbing on hands and feet was necessary.  Also notice that there was no flat section on this trail!
