Upper And Lower Calf Creek Falls

Upper Calf Creek Falls are noncommercial.  There is a steep trail down to them.  On the way up I made a little detour and saw a very long snake.  That was the end of my detouring.

Waypoints:

SF1 – parking for the falls.
03 – the view of the falls from the bottom.

04 – there is an obscure tr. going around and above the falls, which is worth taking.  There are rocks with deep narrow pools in them.
Lower Calf Creek Falls are commercialized.  There is a seasonal campground which is not too large.  The manager lives in a RV.  He made fire at night and I hung around.  An Indian guy stopped buy trying to sell jewelry, etc.  I was very impressed.  His paintings on sandstone were great.  He sang on a flute very well.  I bought some of his jewelry for presents.  He wanted to sell me bear’s tooth amulet, but I don’t care for it.  What impressed me about the Calf Creek is fish in there.  Conditions are so harsh that nobody stays in this area in the winter.
10 – lower Calf Falls trail head.

11 – where I did a side tour to an old waterfall (there wasn’t enough water there to call it falls)

12 – small tributary to the creak below a giant rock.

15 – Lower Calf Creek Falls.  Quite spectacular.  My trace only covers going there, not back, so multiply the elevation profile distance by 2.
