Kodachrome Basin State Park – Cottonwood Road –Grosvenor Arch

After the Hole-in-the-Rock Rd.  I went back to Escalante and met a couple at the restaurant/outfitters/campground.  They were camping in the Kodachrome Basin Campground (unfortunately I didn’t put a waypoint there).  I liked the place, but didn’t have any maps for it and the campground didn’t have anything decent either, although there visitors center was pretty good.  So I went with this couple to their trip – it was the Cottonwood Road’s gulch – the only slot canyon I visited on this expedition.  It’s very scary if you are claustrophobic – it narrows to almost nothing.  I liked it – it was original, involved some easy rock scrambling and good views in general.  Those go for miles, but we didn’t pursue all the way, since they can become quite challenging.  Worth coming back there and exploring some more.
Waypoints:

SF01, SF02 - two Start/End points for our out-and-back trips to the gulch.

SF3 – Similar to climbing all the peaks of White Mtns in New Hampshire or Adirondack Mtns in New York, Utah hikers collect visited natural bridges and arches.   Some of them are commercial, some require strenuous bushwhacks.  Here is the prettiest natural arch called The Grosvenor Arch.  It’s commercial – you can drive almost up to it.  It’s spectacular.  There is a trail around it.  Somehow, I prefer the hidden “wild” arches, but have to admit – this looks great!

Further back there is a great overlook on the road, which I forgot to mark.
